Did you know? 94% of BC residents think we should

reduce and recycle plastic packaging, but only 43%
of plastics are actually set out for collection or taken
to a depot. Let’s turn our good intentions into action!

You can make a difference by joining in - put
hard plastic packaging in your blue box and take
flexible plastics (like plastic bags, zipper-lock
pouches and crinkly wrappers and bags) to a
depot or London Drugs store.

More and more BC residents are taking their
flexible plastics and foam packaging to depots
instead of letting them end up in landfills, our
communities or nature.

You can join in and make a difference by bringing
these items to a depot or London Drugs store near
you. If everyone in BC brought their flexible plastics
to the depot we would collect and recycle 389
full-sized swimming pools full of flexible plastics,
keeping it out of the landfill. Think of the impact

we can have.

Did you know that metal and foil packaging can
be recycled? Even the aluminum foil from your
casserole or turkey dinner can be recycled.

Give it arinse to get off most of the food residue
and recycle it in your blue box!
