Don’t toss shredded paper. Contain it inside a paper 
bag or box before putting it in your paper recycling cart. 
Keep it clean. Empty and rinse all containers to prevent 
contamination of recyclable materials and avoid attracting 
pests and wildlife when you put them out for collection.
Flatten and cut. If your cardboard is too large for your 
paper recycling cart, flatten and cut it down into smaller 
pieces so it fits.

Plastics are processed in Metro Vancouver,  
creating pellets for new products like  
containers, pipes and planter pots. 

Metals are sold to end markets across 
North America and recycled into new 

packaging and sheet metal. 

Much of the paper collected is sold to 
mills across North America and recycled 
into new products like cardboard boxes, 

paperboard packaging and tissue.

Most collected glass stays in BC and is  
processed into new bottles and jars, sandblast 

material and construction aggregate.

What Happens to  
My Recycling?

Recycling keeps valuable materials  
in use and out of landfills.

Here’s a simple look at what happens after  
you bring your recycling to the curb.

COLLECTED
STEP 1

Specialized trucks  
collect materials from  

homes and depots.

DELIVERED
STEP 2

The collected materials  
are dropped off at  
sorting facilities.

SORTED
STEP 3

At our facilities, recyclables 
are further sorted by 

material —separating  
paper, metal, cardboard 
and plastic resin types to  
ensure proper recycling.

PROCESSED
STEP 4

Sorted recyclables are 
compressed into bundles, 
with 80% (2024) sent to North 

American end markets 
to be processed into raw 

materials.
For example, plastics are shredded 
into flakes and made into pellets.

STEP 5

Manufacturers receive  
the processed materials 
and turn them into new  
products or packaging.
